The irrigation System of Pakistan is one of the !argest
Integrated Irrigation network in the world, serving 36
million acres of :'nntiguaué cultivated land. The systerm s
fed by the waters of the Indus River and its tributaries. The

“salient features of the sfsmn are three majar storage

rasenmiﬁ. namely, Tarbela and Chashma on River Indus,
19 ges; 12 inter-river link
canals and 45in¢ependerntl xmﬂem canal commands and
85 small dams. The total length of main canals alone is
61,000 km. Water courses comprise another 1,621,000.

Diversion of river waters into offtaking canals is made
through barrages which are gated diversion weirs. The main
canals in turn deliver water ta branch canals, distributaries
and minors. The water courses get their share of water

through outlets inthe irrigation channels. Distribution of

water from a water course is effected through a time-
schedule of "warabandi” under which each farm gets water
fora specified period once ina week or so. The time-share
or “wari" is proportionate to the farm area owned by a
farmer under the command of the water course.

The system draws an average of 106 MAF of surface water each year for irrigation. Supplemented by an
annual groundwater pumpage of some 43 MAF, the average depth of water available at the farmgate is
0.93 meter per-acre. Approximately 3 million individual farm with an average size of about 12 acres

benefit from this system.

Rivers

The Five main rivers, namely, The Indus, Jhelum, Chenab,
Ravi and Sutlaj flow through the country's plains. Aided by a
number of secondary and tertiary rivers and streams, water
bodies supply water to the entire Indus Basin Irrigation
System. The rivers have their origin in the higher altitudes
and derive their flows mainly fram snow-melt and monsoon
rains. The catchment area of Indus is most unigue in the
sense that it contains seven (7} of the world's highest ranking
peaks, after Mount Everest. These include K-2 (8,614
meters), Nanga Parbat (8,110 meters), Rakaposhi (7,790
meters) etc. Likewise, barring the polar areas, seven (7)
glaciers situated in the Indus catchment are amongst the
largest in the world, namely, Siachin, Hispar, Biafo, Batura,
Baltoro, Barpu and Hopper.
